If you say you believe in something, give specific details and defend your position with multiple examples. To get full credit you must do the following – please note that the “exact” answers are NOT given – you must listen and decide and explain them in your own words:

1) What is the difference between thinking like a “technician” and thinking like a “musician” (this occurs somewhere around 7 minutes)?

2) What is the role of the “participator” of the sound – what must they do?

3) What is the difference between “reading” and “interpreting” music?

4) At 20:07 Ms Glennie begins to discuss the “fluidness” of music. What does this mean to you?
5) At 22:20 – Ms Glennie talks about an exercise that her percussion teach made her go through when he first started teaching her. What do you think about that and have YOU ever performed on YOUR instrument in a similar way or explored it similarly?
6) Ms Glennie is profoundly deaf. Give your opinion on that fact based on what she says and how she plays.

7) PERCUSSIONISTS ONLY – Make sure you watch all the way to the end and give your impression (not necessarily criticisms) of Ms Glennie’s percussion technique/performance throughout the video (include snare technique from early in the video).
All papers must be typed. Size 10 Font Times New Roman. All papers must be a minimum of three pages double spaced. (you will need at least that many pages to complete your responses to numbers 1 – 7)
